
a) Fold the square in half, diagonally,

    offsetting the points slightly.

    Iron like mad.

b) Fold both corners up and over the first two points.

    Iron like mad.

c) Fold the sides in, and the bottom up and behind,

    as shown here. Iron like mad.

d) Flip around, place into pocket and adjust.

    Stop ironing.
