
a) Fold the square diagonally, making a pleat by folding 

    the cloth slightly over the rest of the square, as shown.

    Ironing each pleat as you go may be necessary.

b) Repeat this process two or more times,

    suiting your preference.

    

d) Fold in half, vertically (Do not iron this fold).

    Rotate folded cloth.

c) When satisfied, fold the passive end of the square

    behind the array of pleats you have made.

e) Place into pocket on an angle, and adjust.

(A pleated, beautiful fold. May require ironing. Suitable for silk, linen and cotton pocket squares.)
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
