(A simple fold. Suitable for silk, linen and cotton pocket squares.)

a) Fold the square down to a quarter of its size.

Be sure the folded corner is facing up.

f / b) Fold the square in half, diagonally.

@ b) Fold the two side corners inward.

—A— c) Place into pocket and adjust.
