>% No. 5: The TWO-POINT FOLD =¥«

(A classic fold. Suitable for silk, linen and cotton pocket squares.)

a) Fold the square down to a quarter of its size.

When doing the second fold, skew the square as shown,

so that two points are showing. Be sure that the

two points consist of the first fold, rather than

the open ends.

b) Fold the sides and bottom corners behind

the first two points.

c) Place into pocket and adjust.
